THE COMPANY AND ITS BUSINESS

The company's business



LafayetteRaceway.com, "Your Family Fun Park™ plans to provide the residents of
Greater Lafayette Indiana and visitors to the Purdue University twin cities, a safe,
social gathering place to experience wholesome family entertainment, enjoy quality
time with friends and relatives while sharing a meal in a unique comfortable setting.

The Park, when completed, is planned to include an outdoor 1,000’ family electric go-
kart track with indoor pit area for kart storage and charging with a 300’ indoor slick
track. The venue also plans to feature 54 holes of miniature golf with 18 of those
indoors, 12 Spin Zone Bumper Cars, Tactical Laser Tag, Outdoor Batting Cages, a large
Arcade including a Lazer Maze with numerous other interactive amusements,
including a Golf Simulator for training and playing on legendary courses, the “Hour
Time” Sports Pub, Wine Bar & Bakery Cafe with Pizza & other concessions and
ultimately the full service “Hour Time” Restaurant & Bar.

Mark formed Snyder Entertainment Group, LLC in May of 2016 to be the management
company for LafayetteRaceway.com, LLC which was formed in June. In July, he
purchased the Iconic "Hour Time" Clock to be the focal point of the new Fun Park;
"Hour Time" is Fun Time. This time we plan to own the land and we want you to join
us as an Owner.

The plan is for Your Family Fun Park to be “Crowd Funded”. This Initial Campaign

will fund the predevelopment costs, including the purchase and relocation of the
Historic "Hour Time" Clock, securing the Lease with Purchase Option for the property,

the final Park designs and the legal & accounting work necessary to initiate the next
funding campaign. We intend to develop the project in (6) Phases using a
combination "Crowd Funding” campaign with a Reg. A or D offering. The 1st Phase

plans include a 5,000 sq.ft. Tactical Laser Tag Arena on (2) levels, 8 Spin Zone Cars and
the Sports Bar with Food Court.

The 1st phase could open as early as Spring 2018 and operate evenings and weekends.
This would allow the staff to work out the kinks while the 2nd phase construction
takes place with a planned grand opening Summer 2018. Please consider becoming a
Master Member of this exciting project and Owner of LafayetteRaceway.com, "Your
Family Fun Park”.

Corporate Structure

The Snyder Entertainment Group, LLC (SEG), was formed by Mark Snyder on May 18,
2016 to be the Management Company for LafayetteRaceway.com, LLC (LRC) which he
formed on June 23, 2016. SEG has no other interests at this time and is focused solely
on the development of the Park. LRC has assembled a group of mature professionals
who each bring their unique talents and experience to the project in a complimentary
fashion. LRC has retained the services of several industry consultants to assist with
the design, marketing, feasibility and construction of the development. This seasoned
group of professionals will be continually retained to assist; in the hiring, training and
certifying of the Company's employees and to evaluate the efficiency and ongoing
success of the business.



The LafayetteRaceway.com, LLC (LRC) will own the Park, pay for the improvements
and hire the staff. The Snyder Entertainment Group, the Founding Member of LRC,
will act as Manager.

In return for covering the predevelopment costs and managing the Company’s
business, SEG will receive 10% of gross revenue and 50% of net profits thru the 15t

Phase, dropping to 25% once the 2™ Phase escrow is released.

Upon parity with the Charter Members, Snyder Entertainment Group will begin
earning 50% of net profits thru perpetuity and 50% of net proceeds upon sale to a 3™
party.

The Investment Property & Building

The plan is to lease the building with the option to purchase. This investment
opportunity is as much a real estate play as it is a start-up business. The $3.25 million
purchase price equates to $65 per sq.ft. for the 50,000+ building. Just the land value
alone is $265,000 per acre for the 12.27 acres. We have projected that we can fully
amortize the building in a 10 year land contract. Converting the building from its
current mixed use industrial zoning to a retail property should further increase its
valuation. Building the iconic Clock Tower should also add to the property’s

uniqueness and value. The Master & Charter Members will participate on sale to a 3™
party.

Sales

The Company has no sales and will not be open for business until additional financing
has been secured. This Offering is designed to raise the capital needed to finalize the
Park plans and initiate the fund raising campaign to develop the 1st Phase of the Park.
Ticket sales for the Team Combat Tactical Laser Tag experience and the Spin Zone
bumper car rides; along with the revenue from the "Hour Time" Sports Pub, Wine Bar
& Bakery Cafe will begin after the 1st Phase opens.

Supply Chain & Customer Base

Mark & Monte have assembled a team of consultants & vendors who will help
establish the supply chain for the goods and services needed to successfully run the
Park. The customer base will be comprised of local families, businesses and
individuals; in addition to visitors to the area looking for wholesome family
entertainment and/or a meal.

Liabilities and Litigation

The Company is not involved in any litigation and the only liability is the promissory
note to the Founding Member for the purchase of the Clock and the predevelopment
expenses.

Competition



There is very little direct competition in this market area. We identify the businesses
that are competing for the entertainment dollars being spent in this market as, Mini
Golf Courses, Batting Cages, Bowling Alleys, Movie Theaters, Trampoline Parks and
Golf Courses & Country Clubs.

Precision Putt Plus, located behind Meijer on the east side, is the only direct
competition offering any of our attractions, mini golf & batting cages. They have 18
holes of golf and 6 batting cages. The business is totally seasonal and located
somewhat off the beaten track. They have little opportunity for drive-by impulse play.
The only other mini golf is the indoor black-light Monster Golf, located on Veteran’s
Parkway South in the Wal-Mart plaza. It has a redemption arcade and has been in
business for several years.

“Get Air” & “Elite Air” are 2 trampoline parks both less than a mile away from our site
and have only been in business for a short time. They appear very successful, however
we believe that industry attraction will go the way of the buggy whip once the
accidents pile up and the insurance evaporates. They are single attraction sites, but
their proximity indicates that we must have a good location.

Our location is perfect for that drive-by, eye appeal, impulse to have some fun. Our
mini golf courses plan to be beautifully landscaped in the greenspace right along the
roadside. The planned 30-foot-tall clock tower will capture everyone’s attention and
the 4-sided digital billboard will keep passersby and patrons apprised of all the latest
goings on at “Your Family Fun Park”. The lower portion of the tower will serve as a
shelter for the existing bus stop already centered on the Creasy frontage.

Bowling alleys and movie theaters represent the largest competition for the
entertainment dollars in our market. Google maps shows 4 Bowling alleys in the area,
Mike Aulby’s Arrowhead Bowl, located on Brother’s Drive south of Teal, Market
Square Lanes near the old shopping center off Greenbush Street, Landmark Lanes on
Schuyler Avenue and Union Rack & Roll in the basement of the Student Union
Building on Purdue’s campus.

Movie theaters compete for entertainment dollars in a big way, and they like the rest
of the FEC industry are recession resistant. There are 3 movie complexes in our
market, Lafayette 7, located on McCarty Lane just around the corner, Eastside 9, just 2
miles away off Rt. 26 and Wabash Landing across the river on the Levee. These
businesses appear to be very successful and their proximity again should confirm the
likelihood for success in our location.

Golf courses also compete for the consumer’s entertainment budget. There are several
golf courses or country clubs within the 20 minute driving radius of our site, oh and 2
driving ranges. The Tee Off 2 driving range, aka/A Home on the Range, on Veterans
Parkway East just north of St. Rd. 38, has covered tee boxes and offers a full service
shop. The Birck Boilermaker complex at Purdue has a driving range, pro shop and two
courses. Although a bit pricey they are both open to the public, unlike the private 9

hole Lafayette Country Club located on south 9t street. Most of the other clubs are



semi-private, Coyote Crossing, Bello Terra golf course, the Battle Ground Golf Club
and the West Lafayette Golf & Country Club, Ravines Golf Course. We don’t believe
the area golf courses represent direct competition, in fact we expect a great many of
their members will be visiting the Park to take advantage of our simulators on days of
inclement weather.

Most grocery stores have a few video and prize games and maybe the proverbial horse
type rides to a attract the young ones as Mom tries to get her groceries to the car, but
no one in the area will compete with our full arcade, redemption center and gift store
once phase 4 is completed. The FEC success seminars confirm that the attractions
bring in the patrons and the arcade games make the money.

This impressive group will train and assist the Brothers in
managing the staff. It will take a village of energetic young people to insure that all of
our Patrons have a great time. The Park will provide part-time employment for dozens
of high school and college students. Mark was a former Indiana Foosball State
Champion and finished 3rd in the National U.S. Open. Mark's custom installation
business has installed thousands of audio, stereo, communications, safety and
surveillance equipment for automobiles, homes and businesses in the Lafayette area.

- Present - Owner, Custom installations 2012 - Present - Installer, S & C Ignition

He has been a Member of the
Professional Putters Association’s Midwest Tour for over 30 years, most seasons
carrying a National ranking. On August 21, 2017 he was the co-leader in the National
Senior Putt-Putt Championship. Since 2006, Monte's International Drivers Training
School has instructed hundreds of international students on how to drive safely in the
United States.

Related party transactions

Mark Snyder formed and is the manager of LafayetteRaceway.com and also the
Founding Member, Snyder Entertainment Group, LLC. He has agreed to have LRC
reimburse SEG for all predevelopment expenses of $26,627 incurred with the building
of LafayetteRaceway.com. These expenses include the acquisition and relocation of
the Clock, cost of preliminary Park design, marketing, legal and accounting expenses
and other costs. The note dated 12/31/16 has no set maturity date and does not
include interest for the debt owed to its Founding Member. The Snyder Entertainment
Group, LLC continues to incur on going expenses related to this campaign and Park
development and will be reimbursed for those expenses as cash flow permits.
Additionally, once the Park is open SEG will be paid a management fee equal to 10%
of gross revenue for it's role in management and development of the Park.

RISK FACTORS
These are the principal risks that related to the company and its business:

® The Master & Charter Members will not have a say in the management of the
Park. The Founding Member has sole responsibility for the management of the
Company. There is no guarantee the Founding Member will be successful in the
management of the Park. The Founding Member has no operating history and
was only recently formed to specifically manage the Park, it has no other
interests or purpose. Although Mark & Monte have previous experience in
managing several Putt-Putt mini golf courses, it's been some number of years
and the venues were not nearly as large as the plans call for
LafayetteRaceway.com. The number of planned attractions will require the
hiring and managing of many employees. Although the twins have been
successful business owners, they have not managed the number of employees
that will be required to run the Park.

e This is a new Company and it has no operating history. The Company has no
history, no clients, no revenues. If you are investing in this company, it's because
you think the Park is a good idea, that the Company will be able to secure the
funding necessary to develop the Park and that the Company will be able to
successfully market, and operate the Park, that the Company can price it right
and motivate enough people to come to the Park so that the company will
succeed. We have yet to develop a Park that has no commercial contemporaries.
Further, we have never turned a profit and there is no assurance that we will
ever be profitable. Even if this Offering is successfully completed the additional
funding campaigns will also need to be successful before operations can begin.
The Company was unsuccessful in a prior attempt to raise capital and even
though the brothers learned a great deal about crowd funding, there is no
guarantee this or future campaigns will be successful.

e Even if we raise the maximum sought in this offering, we may still need to raise
extensive funds in order to be able to begin operations. We estimate that we will
require at least $3 million to fully develop the Park. We believe that we will be
able to secure the needed funds thru additional crowd funding campaigns. If we



are unable to do so we may need to raise money from bank loans, future sales of
securities or some combination thereof. Additional issuance of securities, issuer
repurchases of securities, a sale of the issuer or of assets of the issuer or
transactions with related parties could affect the value of your investment.
Although the Manager currently has no intention of issuing additional securities,
other than those identified in the business plan, or repurchasing securities, or
entering into transactions with related parties, there is no guarantee that they
will not. This offering is designed to fund the predevelopment costs of the
Business Plan. There are 6 phases in the total development that we plan to
complete. As noted in the Business Plan, we anticipate that we will issue
additional securities in Phases 1 through 6. The Master and Charter Members are
anticipated to receive benefits on the sale of the issuer or its assets as described
in the Business Plan and the Operating Agreement.

Our financial review does not include a going concern note. Qur ability to
continue as a going concern for the next six months is dependent upon our
ability to generate sufficient capital from this Offering to meet our obligations
as outlined in the Uses of Proceeds section, and then to obtain additional capital
financing from our members and/or third parties for the future campaigns. No
assurance can be given that we will be successful in these efforts. These factors,
among others, raise substantial doubt about our ability to continue as a going
concern for a reasonable period of time.

Our valuation is based on the acquisition of the Historic "Hour Time" Clock and
other value. Each individual must determine if this investment is right for them.
You may seek the advice of investment professionals, but in the end it is your
decision to invest. Do not invest more than you can afford to lose. Our pre-
money valuation is based on the acquisition of the Historic "Hour Time" Clock
and the value of the intellectual property developed in the Business Plan. The
value of a 100+ year old clock that weighs 9 tons and is basically a 16' cube, can
not be determined. Even thought it still keeps perfect time, there are limited
practical uses; it's not like you can just throw it in the back of a truck and head
on down the road. We have developed a plan to relocate the clock to our
proposed site, however until this offering is complete the Company does not
have the resources to secure the lease on the property and transfer the clock.
The owners of the property have agreed in principle to our proposal, but do have
the property listed for sale. If the proposed property sells prior to the successful
completion of this offering we will be forced to find a suitable alternative
location. Another location may not be feasible with this plan. The business plan
was designed around developing the Park in Phases. If another suitable site is
located it may not be able to be Phased as designed and could require a different
financing strategy.

The financial projections are projections and are not guarantees. There can be
no assurance that the company will meet those projections. There can be no
assurance that the company (and you) will make money, even if there is
sufficient demand for the Park, people think its a better option than the
competition and the Park has priced the services at a level that allows the
company to make a profit and still attract business.

that rate. The expenses could be higher than projected and we could incur
expenses that we have not anticipated.

What it means to be a Minority Holder

The Master & Charter Members will not have a say in the management of the Park.
The Founding Member has sole responsibility for the management of the Company.
As a holder of the Master or Charter Member Units, you will have no voting rights.
Even upon conversion of the units purchased in this Offering, you will hold a minority
interest in the Company and the Founder Member will still control the Company. In
that case, as a minority holder you will have limited ability, if at all, to influence our
policies or any other corporate matter, including the election of directors, changes to
our Company’s governance documents, additional issuance of securities, Company
repurchases of securities, a sale of the Company or of assets of the Company or
transactions with related parties. The plans call for additional fund raising campaigns
which will further reduce your percentage ownership in the company.

Dilution

Investors should understand the potential for dilution. Each Investor's stake in the
Company, could be diluted due to the Company issuing additional Member Units. In
other words, when the Company issues more Units, the percentage of the Company
that you own will decrease, even though the value of the Company may increase. You
will own a smaller piece of a larger company. This increases in number of Units
outstanding could result from a stock offering (such as an initial public offering,
another crowdfunding round, a venture capital round or angel investment), employees
exercising stock options, or by conversion of certain instruments (e.g., convertible
notes, preferred shares or warrants) into Units.

The plans call for us to issue more Units, an Investor could experience value dilution,
with each Unit being worth less than before, and control dilution, with the total
percentage an investor owns being less than before. There may also be earnings
dilution, with a reduction in the amount earned per Unit.

The type of dilution that hurts early-stage investors mostly occurs when the company
sells more shares in a "down round,” meaning at a lower valuation than in earlier
offerings.

An example of how this might occur is as follows (numbers are for illustrative
purposes only, and are not based on this offering):

e InJune 2017 Jane invests $10,000 for 100 Master Member units that represent 5%



of a company valued at $200,000.

e In December the company is doing very well and sells $3 million in units to
Charter Members on a valuation (before the new investment) of $500,000. Jane
now owns only 2.5% of the company but her stake is worth $87,500.

e InJune 2018 the company has run into serious problems and in order to stay
afloat it raises $1 million at a valuation of only $2 million (the “down round”).
Jane still owns 2.5% of the company but her stake is only worth $50,000.

If you are making an investment expecting to own a certain percentage of the
Company or expecting each share to hold a certain amount of value, it is important to
realize how the value of those Units can decrease by actions taken by the Company.
Dilution can make drastic changes to the value of each Unit, ownership percentage
and earnings per Unit.

Financial Statements

Our financial statements can be found attached to this document. The financial
review covers the period ending in 2016-12-31.

Financial Condition
Results of Operation

We have not yet generated any revenues and do not anticipate doing so until we have
completed the initial development (1st Phase) of the Park, which we do not anticipate
occurring until early 2018, after the next round of funding has been initiated. Based
on our forecast, with the liquidity of the anticipated full raise amount, we believe that
we can operate the business for 6 months without revenue generation. The goal of
this round of funding is to secure the lease with purchase option on the property,
relocating and securing the Clock, applying for the liquor license, preparing the legal,
accounting and marketing needed to initiate the next round of funding. If we can



raise $100,000 in this round, we believe we can raise the $500,000 in the next round
and get the doors open. Once we're open, we expect patrons to be coming in to check
it out and then be able to see the vision for the whole Park. We should be generating
revenue by then and we believe we'll be able to raise the additional $2,500,000 needed
to complete the Park over time. It should only take 3 months to complete the build
out of the Tactical Laser Tag arena, the SpinZone Cars and Food Court areas once the
1st Phase funding is secured.

Financial Milestones

We have no operating history, however you can see our financial projections
summarized below. Snyder Entertainment Group, LLC has acquired and relocated the
"Hour Time" Clock and covered all of the Park’s predevelopment costs. SEG has
created significant "Buzz" by not disclosing who purchased the Historic Clock or what
the plans are for the Iconic Antique. This should aid in the marketing of this and
future fund raising campaigns. The local newspaper, The Journal & Courier, has
contacted us about featuring 2 articles one about the Clock and a second about Crowd
Funding. The local radio and TV stations have also expressed interested in running
stories. We believe this buzz will assist us with this and future funding campaigns.

Utilization Rate

In the Family Entertainment Center (FEC) Industry it’s all about the Utilization Rates.
The Park generates the majority of its revenue from 5pm on Friday to 5pm on Sunday.
The industry target is to generate an overall 30% utilization of the facility; if achieved
the venture should be very successful. Statistical averages are that Monday thru
Thursday you can expect a 15% utilization rate; on Friday it will jump to 25% and
should reach 50% on Saturday & Sunday. In order to create financial projections, you
can calculate the maximum potential revenue that can be generated by each
attraction. (for example: if you charge $9 for a 20 minute Tactical Laser Tag
experience, you can have two sessions per hour for up to 24 players. If you’re open
evenings during the week 4pm-10pm and 10am to 10pm weekends you will have 54
hours of operation, or 108 possible battles per week with 2,592 possible player
experiences. That equates to maximum potential revenue of $9x2x24x54=%$23,328 per
week for that attraction.) Our the Financial Projections are based on a 10% utilization
rate for the first three phases and 15% thereafter.

We project that we can generate Gross Revenues of $476,686 in 2018, $1,516,746 in
2019, $1,902,610 in 2020, with Net Cash Flow of $57,256, $358,393 and $286,312,
respectively. The Distribution projections for the Master Members are $19,314 in 2018,
$99.598 in 2019 and $81,578 in 2020 with 25% ownership continuing until sale to a 3rd
party sometime in the future. (more detailed projections are available upon request,
but theses are just projections for illustrative purposes, actual results could vary
significantly)



Liquidity and Capital Resources

The Company currently has limited resources. If the company is successful in this
offering, we should be able operate for 6 months, while we put together the next
funding campaign. We will likely seek to continue to raise capital thru additional
crowdfunding offerings, equity or debt financing, or any other method available to the
company. The planned next round of funding will allow us to become operational and
we anticipate generating enough revenue to be profitable. Even if this Campaign is
successful, we will require additional fund raising campaigns to be successful in order
to open the business and start producing revenues.

Indebtedness

The company has an outstanding promissory note for $26,627 as of 12/31/2016 to the
Founding Member for reimbursement of predevelopment expenses. The note bears no
interest and is payable on successful completion of this campaign or at such time
when the Manager believes the Company has sufficient resources.
