We
don’t have any other sources of capital in the immediate future.

We will likely require additional financing in excess of the proceeds from the
Offering in order ta perform operations over the lifetime of the Company. We plan
to raise capital in T months. Except as otherwise described in this Form C, we do
not have additional sources of capital other than the proceeds from the offering.
Because of the complexities and uncertainties in establishing a new business
strategy, it is not possible to adequately project whether the proceeds of this
offering will be sufficient to enable us to implement our strategy. This complexity
and uncertainty will be increased if less than the maximum amount of securities
offered in this offering is sold. The Company intends to raise additional capital in
the future from investors. Although capital may be available for early-stage
companies, there is no guarantee that the Company will receive any investments
from investors.

Runway & Short/Mid Term Expenses

Push Through Innovation Corporation cash in hand is $12,669, as of March 2022.
Over the last three months, revenues have averaged $0/month, cost of goods sold
has averaged $0/month, and operational expenses have averaged $7,500/month,
for an average burn rate of $7,500 per month. Our intent is to be profitable in 12
months.

The material trend is that without an incremental raise of capital through our
fundraising efforts the business could potentially end within 3 months, as our
current revenue schedule and sales funnel is not yet strong enough to support
more than 3 months of the company’s month-to-month expenses. We have been
resilient in optimizing our finances and will do the same in navigating the months
ahead.

Revenues in the next six (6) months are expected to be at least $40,000 based on
negotiations with an existing client which is an established national streaming
network. Monthly expenses at a minimum can run $7,500.

No, we are currently not profitable. Once we are able to achieve a minimum of
$350K in yearly revenue, we will be able to reach profitability. We expect to reach
this point in 12 months.

We are currently in discussions with other potential investors about capital
investments. In addition, we also have a licensing deal with a client, that will
generate revenue throughout the year and will begin to supplement finances to
support business operations.
