The Company and its Business

Company Overview

Detonation Space Inc. develops detonation engines that are more efficient than
current conventional gas turbines or rocket engines. We have developed unigque
technologies like an aerospike nozzle, radial pre-detonator, detonation combustion
chamber, and regenerative cooling. That makes our detonation engines 30% more
efficient than traditional deflagration engines. In addition, they’re 40% lighter,
reducing pressurization requirements by 80%. Our goal is to become a significant
engine provider in this field. We also provide engineering support to aerospace and
aviation companies.

Competitors and Industry

The global internal combustion engine industry was estimated at 165 million units in
2020 and is projected to reach 226.8 million units by 2027, growing at a compound
annual growth rate of 4.6% (Source: Global Industry Analysis).

Space companies generally develop their own engines in the space industry. This is a
very costly job. We think that we can change the business model of these companies
because our engines are 30% more efficient than the highest limit they can reach. Our
first competitors are space companies developing their own engines. In addition, large



companies such as GE Aviation Systems and Safran Power Systems, which provide
engine sales to the aviation industry, are among our competitors.

Although we are not aware of a commercial firm directly involved in developing
detonation engines, academic institutions such as the University of Michigan,
University of Florida, and von Karman Institute for Fluid Dynamics are currently
working on it at the scale of the Lundet-7 engine.

Current Stage and Roadmap

As a company, we have completed numerical studies of the Lundet-7 engine. In 2020,
we tested the aerospike nozzle, designed a test facility, and tested the Lundet-7
mechanical integration test. In the first half of 2021, we applied for two patents.

We plan to build a testing facility to continue testing of Lundet-7 and carry out
development studies of Lundet-40 and Lundet-100 engines. If everything happens as
we expect, we will make the first test flight of Lundet-7 at the end of 2022. Our goal is
to start the sales of the Lundet-7 engine after 2023. However, the realization of the
sale depends on many agreements and the suitability of space missions for our team.

Results of Operations

How long can the business operate without revenue:

As a company, we are able to use our engineering solutions both internally and as a
service to other companies. We have the capacity to provide services to other
companies in many aspects such as rocket feeding system design, numerical
modeling, and static analysis.

Our company is currently actively providing engineering solutions internally, and we
are conducting informal negotiations with a few companies. These solutions do not
burden us much in terms of cost. That's why we can run our company for around 2
years without any revenue generation.

Foreseeable major expenses based on projections:

Our largest expense will be expenses related to the establishment of the test facility.
These expenses will include hiring, rental fees, productions, and consumables for
testing.

In addition, the services that we will receive academically 1s another expense. Our
work requires research with a very dominant academic aspect. At this point, we may
need to get consultancy from professors at some universities. Our informal talks on
this subject continue. Academic consultancy is very important to us. The feedback
that we will receive from the university professors, who have been interested in this
job for a long time, are an important factor in our work. In addition, some universities
continue to work on the tests that we want to do. We can also spend funds to be
involved with these researchers or to carry out some of our tests through them.

Future operational challenges:

The work we do must include high academic studies. At this point, we expect some
difficulties such as the detonation engine not working at the desired efficiency and
problems in its suitability for use in any vehicle. However, previous studies reduce our
reservations about this issue.

Future challenges related to capital resources:

We may need additional capital for the flight tests we plan to do. We may have
difficulties in this regard. In particular, if we proceed with a space flight test, that test



would be one of the financial challenges for us. We want to work with small startups
on this issue and perform low-cost flight tests.

Future milestones and events:

QOur future milestones consist of: (1) building a testing facility primarily from funds
from this campaign; (2) completing development and testing of the Lundet-7 engine
until it reaches the desired efficiency and sustainably with a success flight test; (3)
simultaneously developing Lundet-40 and Lundet-100 engines into prototypes; and
(4) bringing the Lundet-7 engine on the market.

Qur ability to fire our detonation engine with the desired efficiency and sustainably is
an important milestone. This will prove our product to the world. The prolongation of
these tests may cause our expenses to increase. This is a milestone that will affect us
significantly. Then, comes a successful flight test, which may be financially costly.

Liquidity and Capital Resources

Management continues to bootstrap the company in amounts up to $500,000.

It is important for
the company to realize its milestones. It can be scaled and progressed according to the
funding received.

This is based on a current monthly burn
rate of $100,000. We will be able to do all the tests we have planned and should grow
the business significantly.

NOTE 1 - NATURE OF OPERATIONS

DETONATION SPACE INC. (which may be referred to as the “Company™, “we,” “us,” or “our™) 1s a
corporation formed under the laws of Delaware on October 21, 2020 is a development company of
propulsion technologies.

Since inception, the Company has been in a development and early revenue stage and has relied on founders
funds to fund its operations. As of December 31, 2020, the Company had negative retained earnings and
will likely incur additional losses prior to generating positive working capital. These matters raise
substantial doubt about the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern (see Note 3). The company
initiated a crowd funding campaign in 2021. The Company intends to fund its operations with funding from
the crowdfunding campaign (see Note 9) and the receipt of funds from revenue producing activities, if any.
These financial statements and related notes thereto do not include any adjustments that might result from
these uncertainties.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Presentation

The accounting and reporting policies of the Company conform to accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America ("US GAAP"). The accompanying unaudited financial statements do not
include all the information and notes required by GAAP for complete financial statements. In the opinion
of management, all adjustments considered necessary for the fair presentation of the unaudited financial
statements for the years presented have been included.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States requires management to make certain estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts
reported in the financial statements and footnotes thereto. Actual results could materially difter from these
estimates. It 15 reasonably possible that changes in estimates will occur in the near term.

Significant estimates inherent in the preparation of the accompanying financial statements include valuation
of provision for refunds and chargebacks, equity transactions and contingencies.

Risks and Uncertainties

The Company's business and operations are sensitive to general business and economic conditions in the
United States and other countries that the Company operates in. A host of factors beyond the Company's
control could cause fluctuations in these conditions. Adverse conditions may include recession, downturn
or otherwise, local competition or changes in consumer taste. These adverse conditions could affect the
Company's financial condition and the results of its operations.



Concentration of Credit Risk

The Company maintains its cash with a major financial institution located in the United States of America,
which it believes to be credit worthy. The Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation insures balances up to
5250,000. At times, the Company may maintain balances in excess of the federally insured limits,

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The Company considers short-term, highly liquid investment with original maturities of three months or
less at the time of purchase to be cash equivalents. Cash consists of funds held in the Company’s checking
account. As of December 31, 2020, the Company had $0.

Fived Assets

Property and equipment is recorded at cost. Expenditures for renewals and improvements that significantly
add to the productive capacity or extend the useful life of an asset are capitalized. Expenditures for
maintenance and repairs are charged to expense. When equipment is retired or sold, the cost and related
accumulated depreciation are eliminated from the accounts and the resultant gain or loss is reflected in
1MCoIme.

Depreciation is provided using the straight-line method, based on useful lives of the assets which range
from three to fifteen years.

The Company reviews the carrying value of property and equipment for impairment whenever events and
circumstances indicate that the carrving value of an asset may not be recoverable from the estimated future
cash flows expected to result from its use and eventual disposition. In cases where undiscounted expected
future cash flows are less than the carrying value, an impairment loss 1s recognized equal to an amount by
which the carrying value exceeds the fair value of assets. The factors considered by management in
performing this assessment include current operating results, trends and prospects, the manner in which the
property 15 used, and the effects of obsolescence, demand, competition, and other economic factors. As of
December 31, 2020, the Company had no net fixed assets.

Fair Value Measurements

Generally accepted accounting principles define fair value as the price that would be received to sell an
asset or be paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date (exit price) and such principles also establish a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the
inputs used to measure fair value using the following definitions (from highest to lowest priority):

o Level 1 — Unadjusted quoted prices in active markets that are accessible at the measurement date
for identical, unrestricted assets or hiabilities.

e Level 2 — Observable inputs other than quoted prices included within Level | that are observable
for the asset or liability, either directly or indirectly, including quoted prices for similar assets and
liabilities in active markets; quoted prices for identical or similar assets and labilities in markets
that are not active; or other inputs that are observable or can be corroborated by observable market
data by correlation or other means.

¢ Level 3 — Prices or valuation techniques requiring inputs that are both significant to the fair value
measurement and unobservable.

Income Taxes

Income taxes are provided for the tax effects of transactions reporting in the financial statements and consist
of taxes currently due plus deferred taxes related primarily to differences between the basis of receivables,
inventory, property and equipment, intangible assets, and accrued expenses for financial and income tax
reporting. The deferred tax assets and liabilities represent the future tax return consequences of those
differences, which will either be taxable or deductible when the assets and liabilities are recovered or settled.
Deferred tax assets are reduced by a valuation allowance when, in the opinion of management, it is more



likely than not that some portion or all of the deferred tax assets will not be realized. Any deferred tax
items of the Company have been fully valued based on the determination of the Company that the utilization
of any deferred tax assets is uncertain.

The Company complies with FASB ASC 740 for accounting for uncertainty in income taxes recognized in
a company’s financial statements, which prescribes a recognition threshold and measurement process for
financial statement recognition and measurement of a tax position taken or expected to be taken in a tax
return. For those benefits to be recognized, a tax position must be more-likely-than-not to be sustained upon
examination by taxing authorities. FASB ASC 740 also provides guidance on derecognition, classification,
interest and penalties, accounting in interim periods, disclosure and transition. Based on the Company’s
evaluation, it has been concluded that there are no significant uncertain tax positions requiring recognition
in the Company’s financial statements. The Company believes that its income tax positions would be
sustained on audit and does not anticipate any adjustments that would result in a material change to its
financial position.

Revenue Recognition

The Company recognizes revenue in accordance with ASC 606 when it has satisfied the performance
obligations under an arrangement with the customer reflecting the terms and conditions under which
products or services will be provided. the fee is fixed or determinable, and collection of any related
receivable is probable. ASC Topic 606, "Revenue from Contracts with Customers™ establishes principles
for reporting information about the nature, amount, timing and uncertainty of revenue and cash tflows arising
from the entity’s contracts to provide goods or services to customers. Revenues are recognized when control
of the promised goods or services are transferred to a customer, in an amount that reflects the consideration
that the Company expects to receive in exchange for those goods or services. The Company applies the
following five steps in order to determine the appropriate amount of revenue to be recognized as it fulfills
its obligations under each of its agreements: 1) identify the contract with a customer; 2) identify the
performance obligations in the contract; 3) determine the transaction price; 4) allocate the transaction price
to performance obligations in the contract; and 5) recognize revenue as the performance obligation is
satisfied.

The Company has not yvet earned revenue as it continues to be an early-stage research and development
company.

Accounts Receivable

The allowance for uncollectible accounts is evaluated on a regular basis by management and is based upon
management’s periodic review of the collectability of the receivables in light of historical experience, the
nature and type of account, adverse situations that may affect the payor’s ability to repay and prevailing
economic conditions. This evaluation 1s inherently subjective, as it requires estimates that are susceptible
to significant revision as more information becomes available. Accounts are deemed to be past due upon
invoice due date.

Receivables deemed uncollectible are charged off against the allowance when management believes the
assessment of the above factors will likely result in the inability to collect the past due accounts. The
Company’s standard terms and conditions with commercial accounts generally requires payment within 30
days of the invoice date, however, timing of payment of specific customers may be separately negotiated.

Advertising
The Company expenses advertising costs as they are incurred.



Recent Accounting Pronouncements

In June 2019, FASB amended ASU No. 2019-07, Compensation — Stock Compensation, to expand the
scope of Topic 718, Compensation — Stock Compensation, to include share-based payment transactions for
acquiring goods and services from nonemployees. The new standard for nonpublic entities will be effective
for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2019, and interim periods within fiscal years beginning after
December 15, 2020, and early application 15 permitted. We are currently evaluating the effect that the
updated standard will have on the financial statements and related disclosures.

In August 2019, amendments to existing accounting guidance were issued through Accounting Standards
Update 2019-15 to clarify the accounting for implementation costs for cloud computing arrangements. The
amendments specify that existing guidance for capitalizing implementation costs incurred to develop or
obtain internal-use software also applies to implementation costs incurred in a hosting arrangement that is
a service contract, The guidance 1s effective for fiscal years beginning after December 135, 2020, and interim
periods within fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2021, and early application is permitted. We are
currently evaluating the effect that the updated standard will have on the financial statements and related
disclosures.

The FASB issues ASUs to amend the authoritative literature in ASC. There have been a number of ASUs
to date, including those above, that amend the orniginal text of ASC. Management believes that those 1ssued
to date either (1) provide supplemental guidance, (11) are technical corrections, (111) are not applicable to us
or (1v) are not expected to have a significant impact our financial statements.

NOTE 3 - GOING CONCERN

These financial statements are prepared on a going concern basis. The Company began operation in 2020
and incurred a cumulative loss since inception. The Company’s ability to continue is dependent upon
management’s plan to raise additional funds and achieve profitable operations. The financial statements
do not include any adjustments that might be necessary if the Company is not able to continue as a going
CONCETI.

NOTE 4 - DEBT

The Company has no outstanding debt as of the balance sheet date.

NOTE 5 - INCOME TAX PROVISION

The Company has filed or will timely file its corporate income tax return for the period ended December
31, 2020. The income tax returns will remain subject to examination by the Internal Revenue Service under
the statute of limitations for a period of three yvears from the date it is filed. The Company incurred a loss
during the period from inception through December 31, 2020 and carries a federal net operating loss that
can be used to offset future corporate taxable income (to extent allowed by law).

Furthermore, the
Company has reserved 9,400,000 shares for future investors, employees, or strategic recepients.

NOTE 8 - RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

The Company does not have material related party transactions but may in the future.

NOTE 9 - SUBSEQUENT EVENTS

Crowdfunded Offering

developments, including the duration and spread of the outbreak, impact on the Company’s customers,
employees and vendors, all of which are uncertain and cannot be predicted. Therefore, the extent to whi
