6. Describe in detail the business of the issuer and the anticipated business plan of the issuer.

Pink Panda Holdings, Inc. (or the company) is a Delaware C-Corp, based in Chicago, Illinois.
The objective of Pink Panda is to launch an app that offers a trustworthy, easy gateway to



the world of crypto. Our comprehensive ecosystem includes our own cryptocurrency
(token), a digital wallet, token swap capabilities, and a decentralized trading exchange in a
user-friendly, elegantly designed mobile app on the Binance Smart Chain Cryptocurrency
and especially decentralized finance (DeFi), in its current state are often referred to as the
"Wild West" of investing. Absent clear regulations, complex and confusing terminology, and
technology, often "anonymous" developers, hacks & scams seem to predominate the
ecosystem. It's no surprise that while the average "newbie" to crypto has a great desire to
learn and invest, they often never make it past the first few steps to accessing DeFi, and
either give up or simply use the larger centralized exchanges. We aim to become a global
on-ramp to democratized and decentralized finance. Our goal is relatively simple - by
creating a polished and elegant interface, building a trustworthy and transparent company,
empowering and strengthening bonds in our community, and creating an innovative platform,
we aim to create global mass adoption through the mobile phone to DeFi.

We plan to generate revenues through transaction fees for each
cryptocurrency trade enacted on the exchange, token sales via the company-held wallets
that represent approximately 20% of supply, as well as other revenue opportunities
potentially with subscriptions, swap fees, NFTs, IDO’s, and marketing. Founder and
Advisors Include: Founder: 25 years of business, technology, and consulting experience.

The Offering

Pink Panda Holdings, Inc (“Company”) is offering securities under Regulation CF, through
Netcapital Funding Portal Inc. (“Portal”). Portal is a FINRA/SEC registered funding portal and
will receive cash compensation equal to 4.9% of the value of the securities sold through
Regulation CF. Investments made under Regulation CF involve a high degree of risk and those
investors who cannot afford to lose their entire investment should not invest.

10. How will the issuer complete the transaction and deliver securities to the investors?

In entering into an agreement on the Netcapital Funding Portal to purchase securities, both
investors and Pink Panda Holdings, Inc must agree that a transfer agent, which keeps
records of our outstanding Class B Common Stock (the "Securities"), will issue digital
Securities in the investor’s name (a paper certificate will not be printed).
