Because Big Wheelbarrow largely generates revenue through working with on-
the-ground, local farmers, any major natural disaster in a customer’s geographic
footprint would directly impact our revenue, and depending on the severity of the
disaster, the ability to work with that customer long-term.

Qur customer's supplier pools require adherence to specific Food Safety
standards. Changes to these standards could impact the eligibility of many if our
suppliers - farmers - to sell and trade through us.

We rely on billing agricultural producers for our revenue. Any major lags or
defaults on our outstanding invoices will impact our cash balance. Farming and
agriculture are industries that make such lags and defaults in invoices a more
regular occurrence than in other industries.

An entrance into this space from larger, better funded and resourced enterprise
resource planning software companies would make our ability to penetrate
retailers harder, potentially knocking us out of competition.

Evan Alter, our CTO, is solely responsible for the code and dev ops stack that
makes our platform work. If something were to happen to him it would
immediately impact our ability to serve customers and launch bug fixes.

The Company might not sell enough securities in this offering to meet its
operating needs and fulfill its plans, in which case the Company might need to
reduce sales & marketing, engineering, or other expenses. Were recurring revenue
to decrease, further cuts would be needed and hurt the Company’s ability to meet
its goals. Even if the Company raises the entire round successfully, we may need
to raise more capital in the future in order to continue. Even if we do make
successful offering(s) in the future, the terms of that offering might result in your
investment in the company being worth less because of the terms of future
investment rounds.

Ben L McConnell is a part-time officer. As such, it is likely that the company will
not make the same progress as it would if that were not the case.
