When somebody comes along and says "We want to revive US manufacturing and improve the
ecosystemn”, it's reasonable to ask how they think that's going to happen.

For America to be competitive in manufacturing, we need to change the game. The American
rmanufacturing business model no longer works. It hasn't since the 197 0s. If a product can be stored in
inventory, it can be made anywhere in the world and shipped to the destination. Because of this, mass
production favors whatever place has the lowest combined cost of labor and shipping. That's never going
to be a game that America can win. Right now, the winners are mostly China and India. So how do we

change the game and who is going to lead it?

MNew manufacturing approaches are going to built by small to mid-sized businesses. Existing mass
producers will not lead this change. In a lot of cases, they can'l, because they don't have the cash to
invest in new ways of doing things while serving existing customers at the same time. Thisis known as
the "Innovalors Dilemma,” and it is part of why innovation tends to be driven by scrappy newcomers (like
Buttonsmith). Small and mid-sized business have little or no legacy burden, which gives them the
freedom to be more nimble and adopt changes more quickly. That's perfect, because we want them to
exist In every community. As the solutions "prove out”, larger companies will eventually start to invest. All
of which creates bcal jobs.

Local production allows products to be made just for the customer. When products are made on
demand and specifically for each customer, you can't make them ahead of time and you can't put them in
inventory. When there's no inventory, there's no way to disguise the delays that mass production and
cargo shipping require. The only way 1o get those products o customers guickly 18 to have short
production tirmes and short delivery times. For a customer in Chicago, you can't do that from Shanghai.

Making products to order reduces environmental impact, waste and inventory risk. Mass
production methods overproduce; between 20% and 30% of finished products are never purchased.
Each of those unsold items used resources to make, incurred transportation costs, had environmental
impact at every stage, and eventually lands in a dump (if not inthe ocean). Simply by making only what
we actually sell, we can reduce al ofthese impacts by 20% to 30%. In software-driven manufacturing,
iterns are produced to order. Owver the last seven years, Buttonsmith hasdemonstrated that this doesn't

have to involve long waits or higher prices.

Because we make exadtly what customers order, we can have a
giant catalog of designs and sizes. We don't have o worry about the inventory risk of carrying items that
may or may not sell (which is sometimes as much as 50% of what other manufacturers produce! )

We make things in ways that don't destroy the planet. Mearly all of our competitors make thousands of
copies at a time in China of whatever they want to sell. Those Chinese factories are powered by coal; the
cargo ships that then bring those goods halfiway around the world release a staggering armount of
greenhouse gases, and then whatever products don't sell are usually destroyed or put in a landfill. Ifwe want
the planet to be inhabitable in 100 years, we have to stop manufacturing that way. That's why we make what

customers order, without waste, here in the US, using 100% clean energy.

Why aren’t others doing what you do? Because it is hard. We have built software that takes the order
information and getsthe correct template selected, then sends it to the correct machines. When the
machines have done their things, our employees finish any remaining assembly steps and get the item
shipped to the customer. We can produce an average order in less than three labor minutes — about the
same amount of time most companies take just to find something in their warehouse that's already been

made! The combination of the software we've built and our processes is particularly powerful.

Where is the company going? We want to grow faster, better, and stronger. Up to this point, we have
bootstrapped our growth. Mow we know exactly what we need to do o scale, and the missing piece is the
capital to make it all come together. Manufacturing s an interesting space when it comes to funding,
because although it's clearly critical to the future of the country, tisn't a space that venture capitalists or
private equity are paying much attention to. We've chosen to crowdfund the capital needed for growth so

that you, our family, friends, and custormers, can own the company we build together.

Later, | bootstrapped
another one, much as we have done with Suttansmith Inc. Helping 1o
run Buttonsmith has mace me |earn a wide range of new skills, and it
has shown me that there is a serious sickness in the world of venture
capital. In the wake of Sarbanes-Oxley, professional investors can't
really consider investing in businesses that "only” grow 85% a vear -
not even the ones who generated a higher revenue per capita in 2020
than *Microsoft*. If we want to fix US manufacturing, we need a way
for those companies to have access to capital.

In March of 2021, new SEC requlations went into effect that provide
paths for smaller businesses, woman owned and contralled businesses
like ours, and other underrepresented qroups. The ones that create
real jobs for real people. These new rules allow *anycne* to invest in
young growing companies at levels af cost and risk they can
reasonably afford. It's called "crowd funding”, and it is now an SEC-
regulatec way to raise money 1o grow young businesses.
