Bison Venture Partners LLC cash [n hand iz $1100, as of March 2022, Over the last
three months, revenues have averaged $200/manth, cost of goods sold has
averaged $100/month, and operational expenses have averaged $100/month, for
an average burn rate of $0 per month. Our intent is to be profitable in 0 menths.

Prior to 2022, we did not begin making sales through our ecommerce store.
Subsequently, we've earned consistent revenue since launching eur coffee brand
In January. Average monthly revenue te date totals $200.

Bison Venture Partners owns the subsidiary brand @WeBlackUnicorns, which
manages a separate balance sheet. Bison Venture Partners plans te purchase
inventory from @WeBlackUnicorns wholesale to be sold in the Bison.Shop
ecammerce marketplace.

In the next 3-6 months, we're targeting $5,000 MRR, with a longer term goal of
achieving $30,000 MRR. We anticipate moanthly expenses (n the next 3-6

months to range between $1.500 to $3.500, depending on how much we raise on
Wefunder this round.

We are currently profitable. We're currently able te keep expenses low by
leveraging ecommerce, dropshipping, and print-on-demand services.

We have not vet raised outside capital. We are simultaneously apglying for State
funding and other sources of startup capital ta help us ramp up operations. We
will continue to bootstrap to eover short term burn. Cash infusions will likely
range from $100 ta $1.000.
