Topanga Ridge Center provides integra5ve mental wellness care beyond dominant clinical models. We 

understand that su$ering is a natural response to painful experiences, not evidence of disorder/disease. 

Our approach draws from rigorous graduate-level educa5on and global ritual training, o$ered outside 

licensed mental health prac5ce, by design, allowing for work with non-ordinary states of consciousness 

and ancestral healing tradi5ons.

Company History

It began as a modest private prac5ce opera5ng out of, and partnering with, the founder of EVO Health 

and Wellness in Venice CA. Then I moved to Topanga and moved my prac5ce to and oAce there in 2020,

out of which I have been opera5ng since then. I also prac5ced from the shared community house in my 

neighborhood in paciBc palisades which burned, along with my home, my sons school and our en5re 

community. Not only did I lose my home and primary loca5on for sessions (I did four days a week from 

my Palisades loca5on that burned) but the road to Topanga was completely closed for half a year - 

preven5ng my use of my other loca5on for me and my clients. The road into Topanga is s5ll only one 

lane - requiring an hour drive for most clients - which has con5nued to keep my prac5ce very small. The 

purpose of this rebirth and digital/grassroots push is to introduce a VIRTUAL component to my prac5ce 

so that my business can recover from the previosu Bre and be disaster proof in the future.

The ability of the Company to make the

payments you expect, and ul5mately to give you your money back, depends on a number of factors,

including many beyond our control. 

Compe55on 

The  market  in  which  we  operate  is  highly  compe55ve.  The  Company  competes  with  many  other

businesses, both large and small, on the basis of quality and price of products, loca5on and customer

experience. Changes in customer preference away from the Company’s core business or the inability to

compete  successfully  against other  compe5tors  could  nega5vely  a$ect  the  Company’s  Bnancial

performance.

Licensing Risk 

The Company may face changes in the state and federal laws in connec5on to any licensing required for

the sale of its products. Such changes would require the dedica5on of Company resources to address or

amend its current opera5ons which may adversely a$ect its business strategy or proBtability.

Interest Rate Might Not Adequately Compensate For Risk 

Theore5cally, the interest rate paid by a company should compensate the creditor for the level of risk the

creditor is assuming. There is no certainty that the interest rate on your Note will  compensate you

adequately for the level of risk.

No Right to Par5cipate in Management 

As the owner of a Note, you will not have the right to control the Company in any way or to par5cipate in

its management. You should invest (buy a Note) only if you are willing to rely completely on the Company’s

management team.

Reliance On Management Team

Like almost all small businesses, the Company relies exclusively on the abili5es of its management team.

Should any of them die, leave the Company, or become ill for a long period of 5me, the Company would be

damaged and might not repay your Note.

Limited Products And Services

Most small, local businesses sell only one or two products or services, making them vulnerable to changes

in technology and/or customer preferences.

Supplier Risk 

The Company relies on third-party suppliers for the materials used in the manufacture of its products. If

any  of  these  suppliers  changes  the  pricing,  distribu5on,  terms  of  service,  or  rela5onship  with  the

Company, this could materially a$ect its business and/or proBtability. Factors outside of the Company’s

control, including general market condi5ons, may a$ect its rela5onship with these suppliers. In addi5on,

its ability to meet the obliga5ons of its customers may be adversely a$ected if its suppliers fail to comply

with agreed-upon services or quality standards in a cost-e$ec5ve or 5mely manner.

Risk of Economic Downturn 

The products the Company sells are luxuries, not necessi5es. In the event of a recession or other economic

downturn, customers might curtail their purchase of our products.
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Environmental Risk

The Company is  subject  to  the  risk  of  environmental  liability  and limita5ons  on  opera5ons  due to

environmental  laws  and  regula5ons.  The  Company  is  subject  to  extensive  federal,  state,  and  local

environmental,  health and safety regula5ons.  The risks of  substan5al  costs  and liabili5es related to

compliance with  these laws and regula5ons  is  an inherent  part  of  the Company’s  business.  Future

condi5ons  may  develop  or  be  discovered  that  create  substan5al  environmental  compliance  or

remedia5on liabili5es and costs.

Price Risk

The Company competes in an industry with a commodity product where the Company may not have

control of the prices it will receive for its product or the prices it must pay for inputs. Price uncertainty may

nega5vely impact the Company’s business and Bnancial situa5on.

Use of Funds Risk

At the discre5on of the Company’s execu5ve management team, funds raised in this o$ering may be used

di$erently than speciBcally outlined in this document’s Use of Funds sec5on.

Personnel Risk

The Company uses human personnel to produce its product. Accidents, illnesses, death, divorce, or lack of

produc5vity could nega5vely impact the ability of personnel and, therefore, the business.

Lack Of Accoun5ng Controls 

Larger companies typically have in place strict accoun5ng controls. Smaller companies like the Company

lack these controls, exposing themselves to addi5onal risk.

Reputa5on Risk

The success of the Company depends on the reputa5on of its brand. Adverse publicity concerning the

Company’s products or the Company itself could nega5vely impact the future of its business.

The Company Might Need More Capital  

The Company might need to raise more capital in the future to expand its opera5ons, buy property and

equipment, hire drivers and other personnel, market its products and services, pay overhead and general

administra5ve expenses, or a variety of other reasons. There is no assurance that addi5onal capital will be

available when needed, or that it will be available on terms that are not adverse to your interests as an

investor. If the Company is unable to obtain addi5onal funding when needed, it could be forced to delay its

business plan or even cease opera5ons altogether.

Future Investors Might Have Superior Rights 

If the Company needs more capital in the future, it might borrow money and/or sell stock, and the new

investors might have rights superior to those of an investor owning a Note. For example, they might have

the right to be paid before you are, to receive larger distribu5ons, to have a greater voice in management,

or otherwise.

Inability To Sell Your Note 

The law prohibits you from selling your Note (except in certain very limited circumstances) for one year

a<er you acquire it. Even a<er that one-year period, a host of Federal and State securi5es laws may limit or

restrict your ability to sell your securi5es. Even if you are permiLed to sell, you will likely have diAculty

Bnding a buyer because there will be no established market. Given these factors, you should be prepared

to hold your Note for its full term.
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Limita5on of Individual Rights in Event of Default

In the event of a default under the Notes, an individual investor will not have the right to enforce his, her

or its rights – for example, by bringing a lawsuit. Instead, the investors will appoint a representa5ve using a

procedure set forth in the Note Purchase Agreement. It’s possible that the investors as a group will

appoint a representa5ve you don’t like, or that the representa5ve will do things you believe are wrong or

misguided. Once a default has occurred and a representa5ve has been appointed, all the expenses of the

representa5ve must be paid before any further payments are made with respect to the Notes.

Lack of Key Man Insurance

Although dependent on key personnel, the Company does not have any key man life insurance policies on

any such people. In the event that such personnel die or become disabled, the Company will not receive

compensa5on to assist for their absence and the loss of such person could nega5vely a$ect the Company.

The Owners Could Be Bad People Or Do Bad Things 

The owners of the Company could be dishonest and take your money. Even people who are very honest

some5mes do dishonest things in desperate situa5ons – for example, when their company is on the line,

or they’re going through a divorce or other stressful life event. It is possible that the management of the

Company, or an employee, would steal from or otherwise cheat the Company, and you.

Uninsured Losses  

Although the Company will carry some insurance, we might not buy enough insurance to guard against all

the risks of our business. Also, there are some kinds of risks that are simply impossible to insure against, at

least at a reasonable cost. Therefore, we could incur an uninsured loss that could damage our business.

ConNict Of Interest 

In many ways your interests and the interests of the Company’s management team will coincide:  you all

want the Company to be as successful as possible. However, your interests might be in conNict in other

important areas, including these:

- You might want to keep the compensa5on of managers low, while managers want to make as

much as they can.

- You might want the Company to act conserva5vely to conserve its cash, while the management

team might want to grow more quickly.

- You might want the Company to look out for your interests, while the management team might

subordinate your interests to the interests of employees, other investors, or others.

- The lawyers who prepared the legal documents represent the interests of the Company, not the

interests of investors.

No Registra5on Under Securi5es Laws 

The Notes will not be registered with the SEC or the securi5es regulator of any State. Hence, neither the

Company nor the Notes are subject to the same degree of  regula5on and scru5ny as if  they were

registered. 

Incomplete O$ering Informa5on  

Title III does not require us to provide you with all the informa5on that would be required in some other

kinds of securi5es o$erings, such as a public o$ering of shares (for example, publicly-traded Brms must

generally provide investors with quarterly and annual Bnancial statements that have been audited by an

independent accoun5ng Brm). Although Title III does require extensive informa5on, as described above, it

is possible that you would make a di$erent decision if you had more informa5on.
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Lack Of Ongoing Informa5on 

The Company will be required to provide some informa5on to investors for at least one year following the

o$ering. However, this informa5on is far more limited than the informa5on that would be required of a

publicly-repor5ng company; and the Company will be allowed to stop providing annual informa5on in

certain circumstances.

The Company is Not Subject to the Corporate Governance Requirements Of Na5onal Securi5es Exchanges

Any company whose securi5es are listed on a na5onal stock exchange (for example, the New York Stock 

Exchange) is subject to a number of rules about corporate governance that are intended to protect 

investors.  For example, the major U.S. stock exchanges require listed companies to have an audit 

commiLee made up en5rely of independent members of the board of directors (i.e., directors with no 

material outside rela5onships with the company or management), which is responsible for monitoring 

the company’s compliance with the law. The Company will not be required to implement these and 

other investor protec5ons.

Cost of Enforcement

If the Company defaulted, investors would have to engage lawyers and possibly other third par5es to

enforce their rights. The cost of enforcement could be prohibi5ve.

Other Lenders Could Have Superior Rights

The Company will take out other loans. In itself this is not risky, but these lenders will likely have a claim to

collateral superior to the collateral claimed by the Note.  For example, the lenders might have a claim to

the future cash Nows or equity ownership of the Company, or the equipment owned by the Company

whereas the Note has a claim to the equipment purchased with its own proceeds. Moreover, the lenders

might have clauses in their lending agreements with the Company that compel the Company to pay them

Brst over other lenders. If the Company runs out of cash, and has a choice to pay the other lenders  or the

Holders of the Note, it might decide (or be required) to pay its other lenders Brst.

The Guarantors Might Not Have Money

The Notes are being personally guaranteed by Rebecca Braren. That means that if the company fails to 

make the payments required by the Notes, investors can look to the guarantors for payment. However, 

the guarantors themselves might not have the money to repay investors.

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 TRANSACTION MECHANICS

The following describes the process to invest in Topanga Ridge LLC and how an investor’s transac5on 

and delivery of securi5es will be completed.

a. Investor Commitment: Through the Honeycomb Portal, an investor will submit a

requested investment amount. As a part of this process, an investor will execute an

investment contract with Topanga Ridge LLC (“Note Purchase Agreement”) by way of

the investor’s electronic signature.

b. Acceptance of Investment: Upon comple5on of the investment commitment, the

investor will receive via email a conBrma5on of their transac5on detailing the amount,

terms, and date of execu5on.

c. Investor Transfer of Funds: Upon receiving conBrma5on that an investment has been

accepted, the investor will transfer funds to the escrow account of a third-party bank

managed by Honeycomb Portal.

d. Early Closings: If the target o$ering amount is met prior to the original deadline date,

we may close the o$ering earlier, but no less than 21 days a<er the date on which the

Form C is posted on the Honeycomb Portal.

e. Book Entry: All investments will be in book entry form. This means that the Investor will

not receive a cer5Bcate represen5ng their investment. Each investment will be recorded

by Honeycomb Portal and visible by the investor through their Investor Dashboard.

Investors may cancel an investment commitment un5l 48 hours prior to the deadline iden5Bed in these 

o$ering materials.

The intermediary will no5fy investors when the target o$ering amount has been met.

If the issuer reaches the target o$ering amount prior to the deadline iden5Bed in the o$ering materials, 

it may close the o$ering early if it provides no5ce about the new o$ering deadline at least Bve business 

days prior to such new o$ering deadline (absent a material change that would require an extension of 

the o$ering and reconBrma5on of the investment commitment).

If an investor does not cancel an investment commitment before the 48-hour period prior to the 

o$ering deadline, the funds will be released to the issuer upon closing of the o$ering and the investor 

will receive securi5es in exchange for his or investment.

If an investor does not reconBrm his or her investment commitment a<er a material change is made to 

the o$ering, the investor’s investment commitment will be cancelled and the commiLed funds will be 

returned.

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Details of Security Being O1ered

The securi5es being o$ered to investors are promissory notes, which we refer to as “Notes.” The Notes 

are governed by a separate document called a Note Purchase Agreement, which you can view on the 

“Investor Info” tab of the campaign page.

This sec5on summarizes the principal features of the Note Purchase Agreement. However, this is only a 

summary. Before inves5ng, you should read the Note Purchase Agreement in their en5rety.

- The principal amount of your Note will be the amount you invest.

- The Company must pay the accrued interest on a quarterly basis (every three months), star5ng

30-days a<er the closing date of the o$ering.

- The Company must repay your principal (the amount you invested) 60 months from the end of

the 30-day interim period or, if sooner, the date that the Company is sold or otherwise

experiences a “change of control.” The Company may also prepay the Note. Any prepayments

will Brst be applied to accrued interest, then to principal.

- All communica5ons from the Company, including but not limited to all tax forms, will be via

electronic delivery.

- All payments will be made in U.S. dollars as Automated Clearing House (ACH) deposits into an

account you designate. If you don’t authorize the Company to make such ACH distribu5ons into

a designated account, payments will be made by check and mailed to you a<er deduc5ng a $50

processing fee.

- Once you pay for your Note, you will have no obliga5on to contribute more money to the

Company, and you will not be personally obligated for any debts of the Company.

- If there is a default under your Note, you may not take collec5on ac5on personally. Instead, you

and the other investors will together appoint a single representa5ve to represent all of you. This

Administra5ve Agent will have the power to take any ac5on against the Company that he or she

believes is appropriate. The fees and any expenses of the Administra5ve Agent will be the

responsibility of the Company, but the Administra5ve Agent will be paid before any addi5onal

amounts are paid to you or other investors.

- If you want to sell your Note, you must Brst o$er to sell it back to the company – a so-called

“Brst right of refusal.” If the Company doesn’t buy it, the Company may impose restric5ons on

the transfer. For example, the Company may require a legal opinion that the transfer is allowed

under the securi5es laws.

- The Note o$ered does not have any vo5ng rights.

- The Terms of the Note being o$ered may not be modiBed or amended.

Restric2ons on Transfer of the Securi2es Being O1ered

The Note will be illiquid (meaning you might not be able to sell it) for four reasons:

- The Note Purchase Agreement prohibits the sale or other transfer of Notes without the

Company’s consent.

- If you want to sell your Note, the Company will have the Brst right of refusal to buy it, which could

make it harder to Bnd a buyer.
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- Even if a sale were permiLed, there is no ready market for Notes as there would be for a publicly-

traded company.

- For a period of one year, you will not be allowed to transfer the Note except (i) to the Company

itself, (ii) to an “accredited” investor, (iii) to a family or trust, or (iv) in a public o$ering of the

Company’s shares.

As a result, you should plan to hold your Note un5l maturity.

 ADDITIONAL MATTERS RELATED TO THE SECURITY

1. How may the rights of the securi�es being o'ered be materially limited, diluted or quali*ed by the

rights of any other class of security iden�*ed above?

The Company does not have the right to change the terms of the promissory notes or the Note Purchase

Agreement. However, it does have the right to create addi5onal classes of securi5es, both equity 

securi5es and debt securi5es. Some of these addi5onal classes of securi5es could have rights that are 

superior to those of the promissory notes. For example, the Company could issue promissory notes that 

are secured by speciBc property of the Company.

2. Are there any di'erences not re-ected above between the securi�es being o'ered and each other

class of security of the issuer?

The owners of the promissory notes will not have the right to share in the proBts of the company or 

par5cipate in the management of the company.

3. How could the exercise of rights held by the principal shareholders a'ect the purchasers of the

securi�es being o'ered?

The principal shareholders could make decisions that are bad for the company and thereby adversely 

a$ect the economic interests of investors holding promissory notes. They could also issue other classes 

of securi5es with rights superior to those of investors holding promissory notes.

The value of the Notes is determined by the face amount of the note payable to be issued. The terms of 

the Notes were determined by the Owner based on the Owner’s opinion about the value of the project.

The Owner does not expect there to be any reason to place a value on the Notes in the future. In the 

event that future valua5on is required, any value given the notes by the company will be determined in 

accordance with U.S. generally accepted accoun5ng principles.

Each Holder hereby

irrevocably authorizes the Administra5ve Agent to take such ac5on on its behalf under

the provisions of this Agreement and the Loan Documents, and to exercise such powers

and to perform such du5es hereunder as are speciBcally delegated to or required of the

Administra5ve Agent by the terms hereof, together with such powers as are reasonably

incidental thereto.  Administra5ve Agent agrees to act as the Administra5ve Agent on

behalf of the Holders to the extent provided in this Agreement.

5.2           Nature of Du5es. 

(a) The Administra5ve Agent shall have no du5es or responsibili5es except those

expressly  set  forth  in  this  Agreement  and  no  implied  covenants,  func5ons,

responsibili5es, du5es, obliga5ons or liabili5es shall be read into this Agreement

or otherwise exist.   The du5es of the Administra5ve Agent shall be mechanical

and  administra5ve  in  nature  and  shall  not  create  any  Bduciary  or  trust

rela5onship in respect of any Holder. 

(b) The func5on and duty of the Administra5ve Agent shall be: (i) to execute any

security agreement, mortgage or other Loan Document on behalf of the Holders

providing for the grant of a security interest in favor of the Holders in property of

the Issuer as contemplated in the Disclosure Document and in this Agreement; (ii)

to enforce the rights and remedies of the Holders under any applicable Loan

Document, including this Agreement, upon wriLen direc5on from the Required

Holders  (as  deBned below)  (an  “Enforcement  Proceeding”);  and (iii)  to  hold

proceeds collected by Administra5ve Agent following an Event of Default by the

Issuer,  including,  but  not  limited  to,  from the sale  of  any Collateral,  and to

distribute such proceeds to the Holders in an amount consistent with the terms

and condi5ons of this Agreement and the Holder’s respec5ve Note; provided

however,  that  in  connec5on  with  this  subsec5on  (b)(iii),  only,  each  Holder

acknowledges and agrees that a successor Administra5ve Agent to Honeycomb

Collateral LLC must be appointed pursuant to Sec5on 5.7, below, and that in no

event can Honeycomb Collateral LLC hold or distribute proceeds on behalf of the

Holders.
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(c) In connec5on with any Enforcement Proceeding, the Administra5ve Agent shall

have the power, on behalf of each Holder, to pursue such remedies as may be

available by law and pursuant to this Agreement, for the purpose of maximizing

the return to the Holders as a group, and to seLle the claims of each Holder on

such terms as the Administra5ve Agent may determine in its sole and unlimited

discre5on, subject to the other provisions of this Agreement. The Administra5ve

Agent may pursue such remedies notwithstanding that the Administra5ve Agent

does not have physical possession of the Notes and without naming the Holders

as par5es.

(d) The  Administra5ve  Agent  takes  no  responsibility  and  makes  no  statement

regarding the validity, extent or enforceability of the Loan Documents or the lien

priority or posi5on that the Holders will have as a result of the Loan Documents.

5.3 Instruc5ons from the Holders.  The Administra5ve Agent agrees,

upon  the  wriLen  request  of  the  Holders  holding  at  least  a  majority  of  the  then

outstanding amount of the obliga5ons evidenced by the Notes on an aggregate basis (the

“Required Holders”), to take or refrain from taking any ac5on of the type speciBed as

being within the Administra5ve Agent's rights, powers or discre5on herein, provided that

the Administra5ve Agent shall not be required to take any ac5on which exposes the

Administra5ve Agent to personal liability or which is contrary to this Agreement, any loan

agreements with third par5es (if applicable), or any of the other Loan Documents or

applicable Law.   Addi5onally, Administra5ve Agent shall have no obliga5on to comply

with  instruc5ons  from the Required Holders  to  ini5ate  or  con5nue an Enforcement

Proceeding without suAcient funds being made available in advance to Administra5ve

Agent to cover the Administra5ve Agent’s out-pocket-expenses, including, but not limited

to, Bling fees and costs, required to ini5ate or con5nue such Enforcement Proceeding.

Any ac5on taken or failure to act pursuant to such instruc5ons shall be binding on the

Holders.  No Holder shall have any right of ac5on whatsoever against the Administra5ve

Agent as a result of the Administra5ve Agent ac5ng or refraining from ac5ng hereunder in

accordance with the instruc5ons of the Required Holders, or in the absence of such

instruc5ons, in the absolute discre5on of the Administra5ve Agent.  Holders acknowledge

and  agree  to  electronic  communica5ons  by  and  between  the  Holders  and  the

Administra5ve Agent and any Holder’s failure to aArma5vely instruct the Administra5ve

Agent within the 5me prescribed by Administra5ve Agent shall be deemed as the Holder’s

consent to the ac5on or inac5on taken by the Administra5ve Agent.

5.4      Nonrecourse Liability.  The Administra5ve Agent shall not be liable to any Holder for

any ac5on taken or omiLed to be taken by it or them hereunder, or in connec5on

herewith including pursuant to this Agreement or any other Loan Document,

unless  caused  by  Administra5ve  Agent’s  own  gross  negligence  or  willful

misconduct.

5.5        Reimbursement and IndemniBca5on of Administra5ve Agent by Issuer. Issuer

agrees  to  reimburse,  indemnify  defend  and  save  the  Administra5ve  Agent

harmless  from  and  against  all  liabili5es,  costs,  expenses  or  disbursements,

including aLorneys' fees and disbursements, of any kind or nature whatsoever

which may be imposed on, incurred by or asserted against the Administra5ve
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Agent,  in  its  capacity  as  such,  in  any  way  rela5ng  to  or  arising  out  of  this

Agreement or any other Loan Document; provided that Issuer shall not be liable

for any por5on of such liabili5es, costs, expenses or disbursements if the same

results from the Administra5ve Agent's gross negligence or willful misconduct.

5.6         Compensa5on.  Administra5ve  Agent  shall  be  en5tled  to  compensa5on  and

reimbursement  of  expenses  as  set  forth  below which  amounts  shall  be  the

obliga5on of the Company and shall be added to the amounts otherwise payable

under the Notes:

(a)     Flat Fee. As compensa5on to the Administra5ve Agent for the services provided by

the Administra5ve Agent to the Holders in the execu5on and documenta5on of

any  Collateral  securing  the  obliga5ons  evidenced  by  the  Notes,  Holders

acknowledge and agree that Administra5ve Agent may be paid a Nat fee.

(b)  Hourly  Rate.   As compensa5on to the Administra5ve Agent for  the services

provided  by  the  Administra5ve  Agent  in  connec5on  with  any  Enforcement

Proceeding,  Administra5ve  Agent  shall  be  en5tled  to  receive  reasonable

compensa5on  at  the  hourly  rate  plus  reimbursement  of  all  out  of  pocket

expenses reasonably incurred by the Administra5ve Agent.

(c) Surcharge.   Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default that is con5nuing, all

payments under the Notes shall be directed to and held in escrow un5l the Event

of Default is cured or otherwise resolved.  Each Holder acknowledges and agrees

that the Administra5ve Agent may surcharge (i) the Collateral, if any, and (ii) the

funds maintained in escrow in an amount equal to the outstanding and unpaid

por5on of the compensa5on due and payable to the Administra5ve Agent under

the terms of this Agreement, prior to causing the balance of said proceeds or

funds to be distributed to the Holders on a pro rata basis.

5.7        Successor  Administra5ve  Agent.   The  Administra5ve  Agent  (i)  may  resign  as

Administra5ve Agent by providing No5ce (“No5ce of Resigna5on”) or (ii) shall

resign if such resigna5on is requested by the Required Holders, by giving not less

than thirty (30) days' prior wriLen no5ce to the Holders and the Issuer.  Upon the

occurrence of an Event of Default, each Holder hereby acknowledges and agrees

that Honeycomb Collateral LLC shall resign as the Administra5ve Agent and that

the Holders must appoint a successor Administra5ve Agent on or before the date

speciBed in the No5ce of Resigna5on.   Each Holder further acknowledges that

Honeycomb Collateral LLC cannot hold or distribute funds on behalf of any Holder

and that a successor Administra5ve Agent must be appointed prior to the receipt

of any funds on behalf of any Holder in any Enforcement Proceeding or otherwise.

If the Administra5ve Agent resigns under this Agreement, then either (a) the

Required Holders shall appoint from among the Holders a successor agent for the

Holders or (b) if a successor agent shall not be so appointed and approved within

the  earlier  of:   (i)  the  thirty  (30)  day  period  immediately  following  the

Administra5ve  Agent's  No5ce  of  Resigna5on;  or  (ii)  the  need  to  appoint  a

successor  Administra5ve  Agent  to  receive  and distribute  funds  on  behalf  of
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Holders,  as  reasonably  determined  by  Honeycomb  Collateral  LLC  in  its  sole

discre5on, then the Administra5ve Agent shall appoint a successor agent who

shall  serve  as  Administra5ve Agent  un5l  such  5me as  the Required  Holders

appoint a successor agent.  For purposes of appoin5ng a successor Administra5ve

Agent, only, the Required Holders shall be determined by reference to Holders

holding at least a majority of the then outstanding amount of the obliga5ons

evidenced by the Notes on an aggregate basis that have cast a vote 5mely.  Upon

its appointment pursuant to either clause (a) or (b) above, such successor agent

shall succeed to the rights, powers and du5es of the Administra5ve Agent, and

the term "Administra5ve Agent" shall mean such successor agent, e$ec5ve upon

its appointment, and the former Administra5ve Agent's rights, powers and du5es

as Administra5ve Agent shall be terminated without any other or further act or

deed on the part of such former Administra5ve Agent or any of the par5es to this

Agreement.  A<er the resigna5on of any Administra5ve Agent hereunder, the

provisions  of  this  Agreement  shall  inure  to  the  beneBt  of  such  former

Administra5ve Agent and such former Administra5ve Agent shall not by reason of

such resigna5on be deemed to be released from liability for any ac5ons taken or

not taken by it while it was an Administra5ve Agent under this Agreement.

5.8      Calcula5ons.   In the absence of gross negligence or willful  misconduct,  Holder

acknowledges and agrees that there will be no liability for any error in compu5ng

the amount payable to any Holder whether in respect of the Notes, fees or any

other amounts due to the Holder under this Agreement.  In the event an error in

compu5ng any amount payable to any Holder is made, the Administra5ve Agent,

the Issuer and each a$ected Holder shall, forthwith upon discovery of such error,

make such adjustments as shall be required to correct such error.

ARTICLE VI

EVENTS OF DEFAULT

6.1         Event  of  Default.   Any of  the following shall  cons5tute an "Event of

Default":

(a)          Non-Payment.  The Issuer fails to pay to a Holder any

amount due and such failure con5nues for thirty (30) days following wriLen

no5ce to the Issuer; or

(b)           Representa5on  or  Warranty.   Any  representa5on,

warranty or cer5Bca5on by or on behalf of the Issuer shall prove to have been

incorrect in any material respect on or as of the date made or deemed made; or

(c)         Insolvency.  Issuer ceases or fails to be solvent or admits

in wri5ng its general inability to pay, its debts as they become due, subject to

applicable grace periods, if any;

(d)           Breach  of  Other  Obliga5ons.   Issuer  breaches  a

material  obliga5on  owed  to  a  third  party,  including  breach  of  any  loan

documents with another lender; or

(e)         Involuntary Proceeding.  The Issuer becomes subject to

an involuntary proceeding of bankruptcy, insolvency, or otherwise subject to

receivership and remains so for a period of ninety (90) days; or

(f)         Change of Control. All outstanding principal and accrued interest shall be

immediately due and payable upon a Change of Control of the Issuer. For these

purposes, the term “Change of Control” means (i) the sale or other disposi5on of

all or any substan5al por5on of the assets or equity securi5es of the Issuer; (ii) a

change in more than B<y percent (50%) of the e$ec5ve vo5ng power of the

Issuer; or (iii) any merger or reorganiza5on of the Issuer, except a merger in which

those in control of the Issuer retain more than B<y percent (50%) of the combined

vo5ng power of the resul5ng en5ty; or

(g)       Bankruptcy.   Issuer  Bles  a  voluntary  bankruptcy

proceeding.

6.2          Remedies.   Upon the occurrence and during the con5nuance of an Event of

Default  in  Sec5on  6.1(a)-(f),  then  the  Required  Holders  may  instruct  the

Administra5ve  Agent  to   declare  all  amounts  owed  under  the  Notes  to  be

immediately due and payable.  Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default in

Sec5on  6.1(g),  all  amounts  owed  under  the  Notes  shall  automa5cally  be

accelerated and become immediately due and payable without prior wriLen

no5ce  or  demand.   Upon  the  occurrence  of  any  Event  of  Default  that  is

con5nuing,  Holders  shall  have  the  right  to  exercise  all  rights  and  remedies

available to them under this Agreement, any Loan Document, at law or in equity,

consistent with the procedures set forth in this Agreement.

6.3         No Individual Right of Ac5on.   Each Holder acknowledges and agrees that no

Holder has an individual right of ac5on to enforce its Note or any of the Loan

Documents  against  the Issuer and is  bound by the decision and instruc5ons

provided to the Administra5ve Agent by the Required Holders consistent with the

terms of this Agreement.

6.4 Force Majeure. An Event of Default shall not be deemed to have occurred if a

breach or failure by the Issuer is caused by Acts of God, government restric5ons

(including the denial or cancella5on of any export, close of business or other

extraordinary measures), wars, insurrec5ons and/or any other cause beyond the

reasonable control of the Issuer; provided that the Administra5ve Agent shall give

Holders wriLen no5ce describing the force majeure in reasonable detail given the

informa5on presently available.  Performance under the Notes is suspended for

the period of 5me in which the force majeure is in e$ect, plus thirty (30) days

therea<er (the “Force Majeure Period”).   The Force Majeure Period may be
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extended further in the discre5on of the Administra5ve Agent with the consent of

the Required Holders pursuant to the procedures outlined in Sec5on 5.3 of this

Agreement.  Any payments made by any Issuer during the Force Majeure Period

are not subject to refund.  The term length of the Note shall not be adjusted if the

Force Majeure is put into e$ect.

ARTICLE VII

MISCELLANEOUS

7.1       LIMITATIONS ON DAMAGES. NEITHER ISSUER NOR ADMINISTRATIVE AGENT WILL

BE LIABLE TO ANY HOLDER FOR ANY LOST PROFITS OR SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL,

OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES, EVEN IF HOLDER DISCLOSES IT MIGHT INCUR THOSE

DAMAGES.  The maximum liability the Issuer or Administra5ve Agent may have to

any Holder is the amount of such Holder’s investment as evidenced by the Note.

7.2          NO  CLASS  ACTION  CLAIMS.  NO  LAWSUIT  SHALL  PROCEED  ON  A  CLASS,

REPRESENTATIVE,  OR  COLLECTIVE  BASIS.  No  party  may  join,  consolidate,  or

otherwise bring claims for or on behalf of two or more individuals or unrelated

corporate en55es in the same lawsuit unless those persons are par5es to a single

transac5on. An award shall determine the rights and obliga5ons of the named

par5es only, and only with respect to the claims in the lawsuit, and shall not (i)

determine the rights, obliga5ons, or interests of anyone other than a named

party, or resolve any claim of anyone other than a named party, or (ii) make an

award for  the beneBt  of,  or  against,  anyone other  than a  named party.  No

administrator or arbitrator shall have the power or authority to waive, modify, or

fail to enforce this paragraph, and any aLempt to do so, whether by rule, policy,

arbitra5on  decision  or  otherwise,  shall  be  invalid  and  unenforceable.  Any

challenge to the validity of this paragraph shall be determined exclusively by a

court and not by the administrator or any arbitrator. If this paragraph shall be

deemed unenforceable, then any proceeding in the nature of a class ac5on shall

be handled in court, not in arbitra5on

7.3      Consent to Jurisdic5on and Service of Process; Waiver of Jury Trial.

(a)          Issuer and each Holder hereby:  (i) irrevocably submits to the jurisdic5on of the

Court of Common Pleas of Allegheny County, Pennsylvania and to the jurisdic5on

of the United States District Court for the Western District of Pennsylvania for the

purposes of any ac5on or proceeding arising out of or rela5ng to any of this

Agreement  or  the  Notes  or  the  subject  maLer  thereof  and  brought  by  the

Administra5ve Agent on behalf of the Holder; (ii) waives and agrees not to assert,

by way of mo5on, as a defense or otherwise, in any such ac5on or proceeding, any

claim that (A) it is not personally subject to the jurisdic5on of such courts, (B) the

ac5on or proceeding is brought in an inconvenient forum or (C) the venue of the

ac5on or proceeding is improper; and (iii) agrees that, notwithstanding any right

or privilege it may possess at any 5me, such party and its assets are subject to suit

on account of the obliga5ons assumed by it hereunder.
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(b)      THE PARTIES WAIVE THE RIGHT TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY ACTION OR PROCEEDING

ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO ANY OF THE TRANSACTION DOCUMENTS OR

THE SUBJECT MATTER THEREOF AND BROUGHT BY ANY OTHER PARTY.

(c)         The Holders acknowledge that this is a commercial transac5on, that the foregoing

provisions for consent to jurisdic5on, service of process and waiver of jury trial

have been read,  understood and voluntarily  agreed to by them and that  by

agreeing  to  such  provisions  they  are  waiving  important  legal  rights.   The

obliga5ons of the par5es under this Sec5on will survive any termina5on of this

Agreement.

7.4        Creditor-Debtor Rela5onship.  The rela5onship between each Holder, on the one

hand, and the Issuer, on the other hand, is solely that of creditor and debtor.

7.5         Expenses.  Each party shall be responsible for its own expenses, including without

limita5on all aLorney's fees which arise out of or relate to the documenta5on of

this Agreement or the Notes.   Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default or

commencement of an Enforcement Proceeding, the costs and expenses incurred

by  the  Administra5ve  Agent  on  behalf  of  the  Holders,  including  reasonable

aLorneys’ fees and costs, shall be added to and become a part of the obliga5ons

owed by the Issuer under this Agreement.

7.6         No5ces.   All  no5ces, consents, requests, demands and other communica5ons

required  or  permiLed hereunder:   (a)  will  be  in  wri5ng;  (b)  will  be  sent  by

electronic delivery, including all tax forms, to the email address provided by the

Holder on the Site and shall be deemed transmiLed when sent.  No5ces to the

Administra5ve Agent and the Issuer  may be sent  electronically  to  the email

addresses provided in their respec5ve signature blocks.

7.7       Amendments.  This Agreement and the Notes may be amended only by a wri5ng

signed by the Issuer on the one hand and by the Administra5ve Agent on behalf of

the Holders on the other hand, and any such amendment will be e$ec5ve only to

the extent speciBcally set forth in such wri5ng.

7.8        ConBden5ality.  Each of the Holders shall maintain in conBdence in accordance

with its customary procedures for handling conBden5al informa5on, all wriLen

informa5on that the Issuer, furnishes to Holders ("ConBden5al Informa5on"),

other than any such ConBden5al Informa5on that become generally available to

the public other than as a result of a breach by the Holders of its obliga5ons

hereunder or that is or becomes available to the Holders from a source other than

the Issuer, and that is not, to the actual knowledge of the recipient thereof,

subject to obliga5ons of conBden5ality with respect thereto.

7.9        Miscellaneous.  This Agreement and the Notes:  (a) may not be assigned, pledged

or otherwise transferred, whether by opera5on of law or otherwise, without the

prior  consent  of  the  Issuer;  (b)  may  be  executed  in  electronically  and  in

counterparts by the par5es, which shall be deemed e$ec5ve as an original and
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will cons5tute one and the same instrument; (c) contain the en5re agreement of

the par5es with respect to the transac5ons contemplated hereby and thereby

and supersede all prior wriLen and oral agreements, and all contemporaneous

oral agreements, rela5ng to such transac5ons; (d) are governed by, and will be

construed and enforced in accordance with, the laws of the Commonwealth of

Pennsylvania without giving e$ect to any conNict of laws rules; and (e) are binding

upon, and will inure to the beneBt of, the par5es and their respec5ve successors

and permiLed assigns.  The waiver by a party of any breach or viola5on of any

provision of this Agreement will not operate or be construed a waiver of any

subsequent breach or viola5on hereof.  Any provision of this Agreement which is

prohibited or unenforceable in any jurisdic5on will, as to such jurisdic5on, be

ine$ec5ve  to  the  extent  of  such  prohibi5on  or  unenforceability  without

invalida5ng  the  remaining  por5ons  hereof  or  a$ec5ng  the  validity  or

enforceability of such provision in any other jurisdic5on.

SECURITY AGREEMENT

This Security Agreement by Topanga Ridge LLC, CA Limited Liability Company (the “Debtor”), 

having a principal place of business located at 115 South Topanga Canyon Boulevard, Suite G, Topanga, 

CA 90290 and Honeycomb Collateral LLC, a Delaware Limited Liability Company, or any of its successors 

or assigns (the “Collateral Agent” or “Secured Party”).

Recitals

A. The Debtor has entered into that certain Note Purchase Agreement (the “NPA”) 

pursuant to which the Debtor, as Issuer, issued certain notes (collec5vely the “Notes”) to holders  (the 

“Holders”) purchased pursuant to an o$ering exempt from registra5on under sec5on 4(a)(6) of the 

Securi5es Act of 1933 (the “Title III O$ering”), conducted on www.HoneycombCredit.com maintained by

Honeycomb Credit, Inc. (the “Portal”); and

B. Pursuant to the terms of the NPA, it is a condi5on precedent to the Holders’ agreement 

to purchase the Notes, that the Debtor grant to and create in favor of the Collateral Agent (for the 

beneBt of the Holders) a Brst priority security interest in the Collateral (deBned below) to secure 

repayment of the obliga5ons owed to the Holders by the Debtor under the Notes.

NOW, THEREFORE, intending to be legally bound by this Agreement, Debtor and Secured Party mutually

covenant and agree as follows:

1. Grant of Security Interest. To secure the payment of all amounts due under the Notes, the

Debtor hereby grants to the Collateral Agent a security interest (the “Security Interest”) in the assets listed

on  Schedule  A  and  any  proceeds,  subs5tu5ons,  replacements  thereof  or  addi5ons  thereto  (the

“Collateral”).  This Agreement cons5tutes a “security agreement” within the meaning of the Uniform

Commercial Code as adopted in Pennsylvania (the “Code”). All capitalized terms in this Agreement, if not

otherwise deBned, shall have the meaning given to them by the Code.

2. Rights and Remedies of a Secured Party.  In addi5on to all rights and remedies given to

the Secured Party pursuant to the NPA and this Security Agreement, the Secured Party shall have all of the

rights and remedies of a secured party under the Code (whether or not the Code applies to the Collateral).

3. Authoriza2on to File Financing Statements. The Debtor hereby irrevocably authorizes

the Collateral Agent at any 5me and from 5me to 5me to Ble in any Bling oAce in any Uniform Commercial

Code jurisdic5on any ini5al Bnancing statements and amendments thereto

4. Debtor’s  Warran2es,  Representa2ons  and  Agreements. The  Debtor  represents  and

warrants to Secured Party and agrees that:
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(a) The exact legal name of Debtor as is set forth in the Brst paragraph of the Agreement and

Debtor shall not change its legal name without giving secured party thirty (30) days prior

wriLen no5ce thereof;

(b) The  state  of  forma5on  of  the  Debtor  is  CA.  Debtor  shall  not  change  the  state  of  its

incorpora5on or forma5on without giving Secured Party thirty days prior wriLen no5ce

thereof;

(c) Debtor must keep complete and accurate Books and Records (as used herein, the term

“Books and Records” is deBned to include all books of original and Bnal entry, including

computer programs, so<ware, stored material and data banks associated with or arising out

of Debtor’s business or record keeping) and make all necessary entries therein to reNect the

quan55es, costs, value and loca5on of the Collateral. Debtor agrees to mark its Books and

Records in such fashion as to indicate the security interest granted to Secured Party herein.

Debtor will permit Secured Party, its oAcers, employees and agents, to have access to all of

Debtor’s Books and Records and any other records pertaining to Debtor’s business which

Secured Party may request, and will cause all persons including computer service bureaus,

bookkeeping services, accountants and the like, to make all such Books and Records available

to Secured Party, its oAcers, employees and agents and, if deemed necessary by Secured

Party in Secured Party’s sole discre5on, permit Secured Party, its oAcers, employees and

agents to duplicate, at Debtor’s expense, the Books and Records at Debtor’s place of business

or any other place where they may be found. Secured Party’s right to inspect and duplicate

Debtor’s Books and Records will be enforceable at law by ac5on of replevin or by any other

appropriate remedy at law or in equity;

(d) The Collateral is and has been kept at the Debtor’s principal place of business (as set forth

above),  and Debtor’s  chief  execu5ve oAce is  and has  been at  the loca5on of  Debtor’s

principal place of business;

(e) Debtor must immediately no5fy Secured Party in wri5ng of any event causing deteriora5on,

loss  or  deprecia5on  in  value  of  any  of  the  Collateral  and  the  amount  of  such  loss  or

deprecia5on. Debtor must permit Secured Party, its oAcers, employees and agents, access to

the Collateral at any 5me and from 5me to 5me, as and when requested by Secured Party, for

the purposes of examina5on, inspec5on and appraisal thereof and veriBca5on of Debtor’s

Books and Records pertaining thereto, and Debtor will pay the expenses of these inspec5ons

and audits on Secured Party’s request. Debtor will promptly no5fy Secured Party in wri5ng if

there is any change in the status or physical condi5on of any Collateral. Debtor agrees not to

return any Collateral to the supplier thereof without obtaining Secured Party’s prior wriLen

consent;

(f) Debtor will not sell, exchange, lease, rent or otherwise dispose of any of the Collateral or of

any Debtor’s rights therein, other than in the ordinary course of Debtor’s business, without

the prior wriLen consent of Secured Party;

(g) Debtor will care for and preserve the Collateral in good condi5on and repair at all 5mes and

will pay the cost of repairs to and maintenance and preserva5on of the Collateral and will not
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permit anything to be done that may impair the value of any of the Collateral or the security

intended to be a$orded by this Agreement;

(h) Un5l the occurrence of an Event of Default (as this term is deBned below), Debtor may use

the Collateral in any lawful manner not inconsistent with the agreements herein or with the

terms and condi5ons of any policy of insurance thereon;

(i) No Event of Default has occurred and no event has occurred which, with the passage of 5me

or the giving of no5ce or both, could be an Event of Default hereunder;

(j) Debtor will no5fy the Secured Party in wri5ng prior to beginning to engage in business in any

corporate or Bc55ous name other than its present corporate name;

(k) Debtor  will  not  use  the  Collateral  in  viola5on  of  any  federal,  state  or  local  statute  or

ordinance;

(l) Debtor and Debtor will comply with each covenant set forth in the NPA;

(m) If any of the Collateral or any of Debtor’s Books and Records are at any 5me to be located on

premises leased by Debtor or on premises owned by Debtor subject to a mortgage or other

lien, Debtor must obtain and deliver or cause to be delivered to Secured Party prior to

delivery of any Collateral or Books and Records concerning the Collateral to said premises, an

agreement, in form sa5sfactory to Secured Party, waiving the landlord’s, mortgagee’s or

lienholder’s rights to enforce any claim against Debtor for moneys due under the landlord’s

lien, mortgagee’s mortgage or other lien by levy of distraint or other similar proceeding

against the Collateral or Debtor’s Books and Records and assuring Secured Party’s ability to

have access to the Collateral and Debtor’s Books and Records in order to exercise Secured

Party’s rights to take possession thereof and to remove them from such premises;

(n) Debtor will keep itself and the Collateral insured against all hazards in such amounts and by

such insurers as are sa5sfactory to Secured Party, with insurance policies which provide for at

least thirty (30) days prior wriLen no5ce to Secured Party of any cancella5on or reduc5on in

coverage. Debtor will cause Secured Party’s security interest to be endorsed on all policies of

insurance in such manner that all payments for losses will be paid to Secured Party as loss-

payee and will furnish Secured Party with evidence of such insurance and endorsements.

Debtor will keep such insurance in full force and in e$ect at all 5mes. In the event that Debtor

fails to pay any such insurance premiums when due, Secured Party may but is not required to

pay such premiums and add the costs thereof to the amounts due Secured Party under the

Notes.

Debtor’s  expense,  to  take  such  ac5ons  and  execute  and  deliver  such  documents  or

instruments with respect to the Collateral that Secured Party reasonably requests.  Debtor
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further agrees, at the request and op5on of the Secured Party, to take any and all other

ac5ons the Secured Party may determine to be necessary or useful for the aLachment,

(iv) obtaining governmental and other third party waivers, consents and approvals in

form and substance sa5sfactory to Secured Party, including, without limita5on, any

consent of any licensor, lessor or other person obligated on Collateral,

(v) obtaining waivers from mortgagees and landlords in form and substance sa5sfactory

to the Secured Party, and 

(vi) taking all  ac5ons under any earlier versions of the Uniform Commercial Code or

under any other law, as reasonably determined by the Secured Party to be applicable

in any relevant Uniform Commercial Code or other jurisdic5on, including any foreign

jurisdic5on.  

5. Use of Collateral; Casualty. Un5l the occurrence of an Event of Default, Debtor may sell

and use the Collateral in the ordinary course of its business, consistent with past prac5ces, and accept the

return  of  and  repossess  goods  cons5tu5ng  the  Collateral.  Immediately  upon  the  loss,  damage  or

destruc5on of any Collateral, Debtor will deliver to Secured Party an amount equal to the greater of

Debtor’s (a) actual cost or (b) replacement cost of the Collateral so lost, damaged or destroyed, less the

amount of any insurance proceeds thereon an5cipated to be collected and retained by Secured Party.

6. Event of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following will be an “Event of

Default” hereunder:

(d) The  insolvency  of  Debtor,  the  commencement  of  a  voluntary  or  involuntary  case  in

bankruptcy against Debtor, the consen5ng of Debtor to the appointment of a receiver or

trustee of any of its property or any part thereof, or the entry of any order of relief against

Debtor in any case.

7. Secured Party’s Rights and Remedies. Upon or a<er the occurrence of any Event of

Default, Secured Party may do any or all  of the following, all  of which rights and remedies shall  be

cumula5ve and any and all of which may be exercised from 5me to 5me and as o<en as Secured Party shall

deem necessary or desirable:

(a) Exercise any and all rights, privileges and remedies available to Secured Party under this

Agreement, the NPA, the Notes, and under the UCC, or any other applicable law, including

without limita5on the right to require the Debtor to assemble the Collateral and make it

available to Secured Party at a designated place reasonably convenient for disposi5on;

(b) If applicable, no5fy Debtor’s lessees, renters and account Debtors to make all payments

directly to Secured Party and to surrender, at the termina5on of any lease of any Collateral,

the item or items of Collateral so leased or to pay the sale op5on price, if any, directly to

Secured Party;

(c) Cure any default in any reasonable manner and add the cost of any such cure to the amount

due under the Notes and NPA;

(d) Retain all of Debtor’s Books and Records;

(e) Upon ten (10) days prior wriLen no5ce to Debtor, which no5ce Debtor acknowledges is

suAcient, proper and commercially reasonable, Secured Party may sell, lease or otherwise

dispose of the Collateral, at any 5me and from 5me to 5me, in whole or in part, at public or

private sale, without adver5sement or no5ce of sale, all of which are hereby waived, and

apply the proceeds of any such sale:

(i) Brst, to the expenses of Secured Party in preparing the Collateral for sale, selling and the

like, including without limita5on reasonable aLorneys’ fees and expenses incurred by

Secured Party  (including  fees  and expenses  of  any  li5ga5on incident  to  any  of  the

foregoing);

(ii) second, to the payment in full of all sums owing to Holders under the Notes consistent

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8. Expenses of Enforcement. The Debtor will pay all reasonable expenses of the Collateral

Agent, including aLorneys’ fees, incurred by the Collateral Agent in enforcing its rights and remedies

hereunder.

When and only when all amounts due under the Notes,

the Note Indenture, and this Agreement shall have been paid in full, then the Security Interest granted to

the Collateral Agent pursuant to this Agreement shall terminate and, at the request and expense of the

Debtor,  the Collateral  Agent  will  execute and deliver  to  the Debtor  such wriLen evidence thereof,

including termina5on statements, and take such other ac5on as the Debtor may reasonably request.

10. Miscellaneous.

(a) Amendments;  Waivers.  No amendment, modiBca5on, or waiver of any provision of this

Agreement shall  be binding unless in wri5ng and signed by the party against whom the

opera5on of such amendment, modiBca5on, or waiver is sought to be enforced. No delay in

the exercise of any right shall be deemed a waiver thereof, nor shall the waiver of a right or

remedy in a par5cular instance cons5tute a waiver of such right or remedy generally.

(e) Language Construc2on. The language of this Agreement shall be construed in accordance

with its fair meaning and not for or against any party. The par5es acknowledge that each party

has  had an opportunity  for  its  counsel  to  review and par5cipate in  the dra<ing of  this

Agreement and, accordingly, that the rule of construc5on that would resolve ambigui5es in

favor of non-dra<ing par5es shall not apply to the interpreta5on of this Agreement.

Any period of days mandated under this Agreement shall be determined by reference to

calendar days, not business days, except that any payments, no5ces, or other performance
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falling due on a Saturday, Sunday, or federal government holiday shall be considered 5mely if

paid, given, or performed on the next succeeding business day.

(l) En2re Agreement. This Agreement cons5tutes the en5re agreement between the par5es

with respect to its subject maLer and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings.
